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7. Purchasing Property in The Bahamas

The Government Stamp Duty (Tax on the conveyance of real property). This is a graduated Tax. The
total amount of the Tax is calculated as follows:
When the value of the consideration is less than $20,000, the rate is 2%
- When the value of the consideration is equal to or greater than $20,000 and is less than
$50,000, the rate is 4%
When the value of the consideration is equal to or greater than $50,000 and is less than
$100,000, the rate is 6%
When the value of the consideration is equal to or greater than $100,000 and is less than
$250,000, the rate is 8%
When the value of the consideration is equal to or greater than $250,000, the rate is 10%
This tax is split between the vendor and the purchaser.
Purchaser will be responsible for:
1/2 of the Government Stamp Tax as set out above.
The purchaser's legal fees as detailed above. This fee includes the lawyers Opinion on the title to
the property.
Recording fees ($3.50 per page) on the conveyance and other closing documents which need to
be recorded

Payment of the permit under the International Persons Landholding Act if applicable

In the event that the sale is a "Net Sale" the purchaser would be responsible for payment of all of the

above-mentioned fees.

To purchase an apartment you do not need a permit

Non-Bahamians should register their investment with the Exchange Control at the Central Bank of The
Bahamas to insure that on resale they will be able to remit the net proceeds of sale outside the
Bahamas in the currency of the original investment

Annually Property taxes are 1% for the first $500,000.00 and 2% for the remaining balance

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9. Additional Info

All visitors leaving the Bahamas are subject to a cash departure tax of $15.00 (US or Bahamian Dollars).

The Hurricane Season runs from 1 June to the end of November. In the event of a hurricane threatening The
Bahamas, visitors should listen carefully to information given on the national radio and television stations and
follow the advice of their hosts or hotel management. Although The Bahamas is located in the hurricane belt,

many storms bypass the island chain and instead circle below it before heading north.

Road conditions throughout Nassau & Freeport generally good
electricity & Voltage: 120 volts AC, 60Hz. American appliances compatible

Public Holidays: Jan 01; Mar 28 & 31; May 27; Jun 07; Jul 10; Aug 05; Oct 12; Dec 25 & 26

Do I need a Visa? —No, visas for visits of up to 3 months are not required for British nationals visiting
the Bahamas. If you wish to extend your visit longer than 3 months, or wish to travel there for any
reason other than tourism, you should contact the Bahamas High Commission in London; (tel: 0207
408 4488)

If you travel via the US The Bahamas counts as part of the “contiguous territory and islands” for US
visa waiver purposes and time spent in The Bahamas counts towards the 90 day maximum permitted

stay in the US under this Waiver

Weather

The weather in The Bahamas is
typically warm. Highs range from the
mid to upper 70's F (25 C) during the
winter to the upper 80's F (32 C) in the
summer.
